Provision is given for
varying feeds to suit the cut, and metal. The leading types of
gear-cutters will be illustrated in these volumes.

There are many
machines which are so far automatic in character that the
whole of the flanks facing in one direction are produced without
attendance, in others, both flanks are done. The gears which
lend themselves best to fully automatic work are the spurs,
because the flanks of the teeth are parallel, and opposite flanks
are therefore produced at once by a cutter which is an exact
counterpart of their shapes. The only special mechanism then
required is that for automatic pitching, locking, and release....
